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Abstract

Along with the curriculum reform, school education has been further influenced by multicultural-
ism, and there is an increasing attention to how multicultural education can be carried out in
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schools. Moreover, culture and education are closely related, and culture itself is an educational
force that influences human beings who live in a cultural environment and cultural atmosphere, as
well as school, classroom and classroom culture. Therefore, breaking the conventional thinking of
education with a multicultural perspective has become an important task in today’s education.
Second, language textbooks are an important medium for implementing language teaching today,
representing the values and cultural norms that the explicit curriculum is intended to convey. This
paper selects the five major orientations of race/ethnicity (ethnic group), gender, nation, class,
and specificity/non-specificity proposed by Banks (J. A.), and selects the fourth grade textbooks of
elementary school language in the Human Education version, with 54 texts in 2 books, 8 oral
communication, 16 essays, 14 language gardens, and 2 “Happy Reading Bar”, using content analy-
sis method to analyze the above five parts.
